Event: The Berthoud Police Department will take part in the U.S. Department of Justice,

            Drug Enforcement Administration (DEA) 

            National Prescription Drug Take Back Day.

Officers of this department will be available to collect expired, unwanted or unused pharmaceutical controlled substances and other medications for destruction.  Our participation in this one day program is intended to:

· Bring local focus to the issue of pharmaceutical drug abuse

· Establish a safe collection site for these substances

· Prevent the disposal of these substances into the wastewater system of the Town of Berthoud

Persons disposing of these substances will remain anonymous.  No requests for identification will be made by law enforcement officers participating at this event.  The substances should be removed from pill bottles or any labels identifying the person(s) should be removed from the bottles.  In addition:

· Participants may dispose of liquid medications but must be certain that the medication is in its original container (label removed) and that the cap is securely sealed.

· No efforts will be made by law enforcement personnel to count or inventory medications.

· Law enforcement personnel will not handle the substances.  The participant will place the substance in the collection container.

· At the conclusion of the event, a law enforcement officer will seal the disposal container.  The container will be turned over to the Drug Enforcement Administration (DEA) for disposal. 

· Intra-venous solutions, injectables and syringes will not be accepted due to hazards posed by blood borne pathogens.

· Illicit substances such as marijuana or methamphetamines are not part of this program and will not be placed in the collection container.  These substances will be treated as abandoned property.
