Pledge of Allegiance

The Mayor led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Reports

Trustee Hindman attended the Berthoud Economic Development Committee.  Discussion centered around the future role of BEDC and working with Main Street and the Chamber of Commerce.  The consensus was that business retention and marketing events would be the focus.

Trustee Jones thanked Lisa Bauer for the information distributed to the Board on mosquito spraying.  He supported the continuation of larvacide in dealing with mosquitoes.

Trustee Hindman added that BEDC should be reduced in size by attrition.

Trustee Skiles attended the Planning and Zoning Commission.  He distributed a fact sheet from Planner Katers on population growth in the region.
Mayor Patterson asked individual members of the Board to state their position on medical marijuana in Berthoud.  Trustee Hindman objected to the request and stated that the items on the agenda should be handled as they appeared on the agenda.

Administrator Hart reported on the water quality issues.  Since Monday the storage lake has not settled.  The movement of the carbon filtration system to the beginning of the water treatment process has been approved by the State, however, there is a four to six week delay in obtaining parts.  Beginning July 14, 2010 the connection to Little Thompson will be slowly brought on line.  This may result in brown water while the pipes are activated.   The Town has also hired a water plant engineer to make any additional modifications as soon as possible.

Administrator Hart referenced the mosquito information that was forwarded to the Board.  The trapping results indicate that the culex population is going down.

Administrator Hart presented an update on updating the Master Planning for Water, Wastewater and Drainage.  The RFP’s have been reviewed.  There is also grant money available which would increase the amount of work that the Town would receive.

Motion to direct the Town Administrator to award the bid for Master Plans by Trustee Hindman, seconded by Trustee Shepard.  Motion passed unanimously.
Administrator Hart has been meeting with the various Boards and Commissions.  He is requesting a 90 day delay in filling any openings on Boards and Commissions and to leave all members in place.  Motion by Trustee Bauer, seconded by Trustee Shepard.  Motion passed unanimously.

Administrator Hart reported on the status of the roundabout paving.  Tuesday the intersection will be closed for one entire day to complete the paving.  The hours of closure will be from 7:00 a.m. to 5:00 p.m.

Mountain Avenue Phase III update presented by Public Works Director Brothers.

Administrator Hart will be attending the Water Forum on August 4th presented by Citizens First.

Citizen Participation

Isiah Young addressed the Board regarding medical marijuana operation in Berthoud.  He requested the Board allow him to open his dispensary after annexation into the Town.
Consent Agenda

Motion to approve the Consent Agenda by Trustee Bauer, seconded by Trustee Skiles.  Motion passed unanimously.

BATS Fares

Transportation Director Eric Boyd presented the request to change the fee structure for Berthoud Area Transportation.
There was no public comment.

Motion to approve staff recommendations regarding fare increases by Mayor Patterson, seconded by Trustee Hindman.  Motion passed unanimously.
Henneberg Annexation

Planner Katers presented the request for annexation.  Staff recommendation is to accept the Findings of Facts and approve the annexation and zoning to transitional.

Chandra Geist addressed the Board regarding an emergency approval to re-open the medical marijuana dispensary.
Trustee Bauer asked the applicant if he was requesting invocation of the emergency clause.  Mr. Henneberg asked that it be considered.

Trustee Hindman asked Attorney Fickel why the annexation and zoning had been split into two hearings.  Trustee Bauer asked if the zoning remained the same.  Planner Katers stated that the re-zoning had not been noticed for public hearing.
Mr. Henneberg asked if the property would be forcibly annexed once they were surrounded by other development.

The Mayor closed the Public Hearing.  Motion to approved Resolution 10-10, Findings of Fact, by Trustee Bauer, seconded by Trustee Jones.  Motion passed unanimously.

Town Planner Katers presented this item.  GOCO has awarded a grant in the amount of $469,030 with a matching amount from the Town of $239,320.  Staff recommendation is to accept the grant via Resolution.  Motion to approve Resolution 11-10 by Trustee Shepard, seconded Trustee Jones.  Motion passed unanimously.  

November Ballot Issues

Administrator Hart asked the Board for direction on notifying the county regarding a coordinated election.  Trustee Bauer asked that the Finance Committee be convened to determine if there are any financial ballot issues.  There was consensus from the Board to notify Larimer and Weld counties of potential ballot issues.  If it is later determined that there are no ballot issues from Berthoud the request would be withdrawn.
